MANOR OKTOBERFEST is a new restaurant, located at 73-11 Yellowstone Blvd., 718/544-2400
www.manoroktoberfest.com on the former PJ’s Steakhouse premises. Ample street parking. They are closed on Mondays and
open for lunch and dinner Tuesday through Sunday.

Manor has one of the most extensive choices of tap beer that I have ever seen, including some real German
beer. You can eat at the bar, or on big easy chairs in the bar area and of course, in the restaurant itself. Appetizers include
Potato Pancakes $6.50; Pierogies $6.50; Herring in Cream Sauce $ 9.00; Crab Cakes $10.00 and the usual of Chicken Fingers $
8.00; Onion Rings $6.00 and Mozzarella Sticks $ 7.00.

There are daily blackboard specials. All sandwiches come with choice of potato salad, macaroni salad, french
fries or cucumber salad. They have Schnitzel Cordon Bleu for $13.00; Schnitzel Club $11.00; BBQ Pulled Pork $10.00; Black
Forest Bacon Club $12.50 to mention a few, plus a Reuben with choice of Corned Beef; pastrami or Turkey Breast at $14.00.

Manor salads are interesting with Grilled chicken, Crispy Chicken, Schnitzel, Coconut Fried Shrimp to
mention a few and range from $5.50 to $15.00 for the Fried Flounder or Grilled Tuna.

When it comes to entrees, wow, you have so much to pick from. Great steaks and ribs, my favorite is their
Filet Mignon 8 oz, for $ 25.00, plus rib steak or shell steaks; Sauerbratan $22.00; Roast Loin of Pork (Jack’s favorite) $ 17.00;
Bratwurst or Knockwurst $16.00; Kassler Rippchen which is a smoked loan pork chop served with home fries and saurkraut $
19.00; Filet of Sole; Grilled Tuna Steak and Grilled Salmon plus Filet of Sole round out the dinners. Last but not least are their
Jagerschnitzel and Wiener Schnitzel served with home fries and red cabbage, both excellent, and two of my favorites.

Lots of choices for desert in a see through deli kind of display for you to choose from. Private room for parties.

The Manor Oktoberfest may be “the new kid on the block” but they also own a German deli called the Manor,
on Jamaica Avenue in Woodhaven, not far from Wayne Ruggiere’s office. They have been there for many years. In addition to
all this, they have a smaller rendition of the Manor Oktoberfest in Atlas Park since the park opened. It too does very well.
